Background

The Munt Edelstone vineyard neaning precious gemis asingle delineated historic vineyard
and was planted inthe 1920s onthe eastern sl opes of the hill of the sanme nare, located near
Keyneton highinthe ranges east of the Barossa Valley. Aged vines, deep loamsail,
Mediterranean cli mate and traditional wne maki ng techni ques have continuedto create one of
Australia’s nost hi ghl y regarded shiraz wnes. The 70-year-d d dry-grown vines are low

yiel d ng produci ngintensity of cdour, depth of fruit flavours, conplexity and palate length
The Munt Edelstone wnes have received awards & national wne shows each year since 1956.

M ntage Description

The preceding wnter was unusually dry, wthfrosty nights and clear days. The raininstead
came inspring andthe luxuriantly growng vines benefited fromthe greenhouse effect. The
indicators were of a hat dry summer, although only a serious burst of heat was experiencedin
m d January and again a the end of February; aher wseit was a mldsummer, which had a
significant delayi ng effect onthe ripening process. An early onset of autumm caused alae
harvest, wth average yields, good to exceptional quality and irtense flavour inthe grapes.
