Knit Two-Hour Scarf 

Skill Level:  Beginner 

SIZE 

7" x 56" 

MATERIALS 

• LION BRAND Homespun 

  1 skein #367 Covered Bridge Red or color of your choice 

• Size 19 (15 mm) knitting needles OR SIZE TO OBTAIN GAUGE 

• Large-eyed, blunt needle 

GAUGE 

7 stitches + 12 rows = 4" (10 cm) in garter stitch (knit every row). 

BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR GAUGE. 

NOTES 

1 Scarf is knitted with 2 strands of Homespun held together throughout. 

2 To work with 2 strands of yarn from the same skein, use one end from the outside of 

the skein and one from the inside of the skein. Pull them carefully together to keep from 

tangling. 

Scarf 

With 2 strands of Homespun, make a slip knot – first stitch on needle. Cast on 11 stitches 

– total of 12 stitches. 

Work in garter stitch until there is about 36” inches of yarn remaining. Loosely bind off 

all stitches. Weave in ends. 

 
*Homespun (Article #790) is a uniquely-textured bulky weightyarn that works up quickly and easily. 98% acrylic, 2% polyester; packaged in 6 

oz/170g (185 yd/167m) pull skeins.
