Knitted Scarf 
Skill Level: Beginner  
 

SIZE 

5 inches wide x 48 inches long (approximately) [12.5 x 122 cm] 

MATERIALS 

• Lion Brand BIG 

2 hanks #200 Amazon 

or color of your choice 

• LION BRAND size 35 [19 mm] knitting needles OR SIZE TO OBTAIN GAUGE 

• LlON BRAND size K-10.5 [6.5 mm] crochet hook for attaching fringe 

• LION BRAND large-eyed blunt needle 

GAUGE 

6 stitches = 5" [12.5 cm] in garter stitch (knit every row). 

BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR GAUGE. 

NOTE: For easiest use, wind the yarn into a ball. Remove the band and carefully cut the 

4 pieces of string binding the hank. Have a friend place her or his hands in the center of 

the yarn loop, resting it on the forearms. Widen the arms to make the loop taut. (You may 

use a chair back if a friend is not available.) Find one of the yarn ends and wind the yarn 

into a ball. 

FRINGE 

Cut 12 strands of yarn, 25” [63.5 cm] long each, for fringe before beginning Scarf. 

SCARF 

Cast on 6 stitches. 

Knit every row until about 1 yard [1 meter] of yarn remains. Bind off and weave in ends. 

FINISHING 

Attach fringe to both ends of Scarf as follows: Take 1 of the 25” [63.5 cm] strands of 

yarn and fold it in half. Use crochet hook to draw fold through edge of Scarf, forming a 

loop. Pull ends of fringe through this loop. Pull to tighten. Make a fringe in each stitch 

along each short side of the Scarf. Trim fringe if necessary. 

*BIG (Article #230) is an 80% acrylic, 20% wool super bulky weight yarn. solid colors are packaged in 6 oz [170 g]/44 yd [40 m] 

balls; prints are 5 oz [142 g]/35 yd [32 m]
