Knit this fun and pop colored hat using Keppi, our newest, self-striping novelty
yarn. Click here to see it in other colorways and sizes.

Whether crocheted or knit, the hat will vary in finished length according to your
tension. Therefore the pattern states to work even until almost all the yarn is used.
The largest size will be shorter in length than the smallest size because more stitches
have been cast on or chained in the beginning. To make a longer hat or a slouch hat,
we suggest purchasing an additional ball.

SKILL LEVEL: Easy (Level 2)
SIZE: Child (Multiple Sizes)

Circumference 14 (16, 17, 18, 20) in. (35.5 (40.5, 43, 45.5, 51) cm), to fit approximately 6-12 months
(1-2 year(s), 2-5 years, 5-7 years, 7-12 years)

CORRECTIONS: (applied Feb 13, 2014)

SIZES
Circumference 14 (16, 17, 18, 49; 202%) in. (35.5 (40.5, 43, 45.5, 48-5; 51,-53-5) cm), to
fit approximately 6-12 months (1-2 year(s), 2-5 years, 5-7 years, 7-12 years;-Adwit-Small)

HAT

Cast on 66 (78, 84, 90, 94; 96,-102) sts. Divide sts onto 4 needles, with 16 (19, 21, 22, 24; 24;
26) sts each on 2 needles and 17 (20, 21, 235 23, 24,25) sts each on 2 needles.

Rnd 1: *K3, p3; repeat from * to end of rnd. Rep Rnd 1, slipping marker on each rnd, until
piece measures about 1 (1, 1, 1 1/2, 1 1/2:33/2) in. (2.5 (2.5, 2.5, 4, 4:4) cm) from
beginning, then work in St st worked in rnds (k every rnd) until about 60 in. (152.5 cm) of yarn
remains.

Top of Hat

Decrease Round: K2tog around - 33 (39, 42, 45, 47; 48,-52) sts. Remove the marker. Thread
yarn tail through last rnd, pull tight and knot securely.

MATERIALS
= 615-300 Lion Brand Keppi *Keppi (Article #615). 80% acrylic 20% polyester;
Sparkle: Rainbow Cupcake package size: 2.300z/65.20 gr. (98yds/90m) pull
1 Ball skeins

e Lion Brand Double-Pointed
Needles - Size 8

e Lion Brand Split Ring Stitch
Markers

e Lion Brand Large-Eye Blunt
Needles (Set of 6)

GAUGE:
19 1/2 sts = 4 in. (10 cm) in St st worked in rnds (k every rnd).

BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR GAUGE. When you match the gauge in a pattern, your project will
be the size specified in the pattern and the materials specified in the pattern will be sufficient.
If it takes you fewer stitches and rows to make a 4 in. [10 cm] square, try using a smaller size
hook or needles; if more stitches and rows, try a larger size hook or needles.

HAT
Cast on 66 (78, 84, 90, 96) sts. Divide sts onto 4 needles, with 16 (19, 21, 22, 24) sts each on 2 needles
and 17 (20, 21, 23, 24) sts each on 2 needles. Place marker for beginning of rnd. Join by working the first



st on left hand needle with the working yarn from the right hand needle and being careful not to twist sts.
Rnd 1: *K3, p3; repeat from * to end of rnd.

Rep Rnd 1, slipping marker on each rnd, until piece measures about 1 (1, 1, 1 1/2, 1 1/2) in. (2.5 (2.5,
2.5, 4, 4) cm) from beginning, then work in St st worked in rnds (k every rnd) until about 60 in. (152.5
cm) of yarn remains.

Top of Hat

Decrease Round: K2tog around - 33 (39, 42, 45, 48) sts. Remove the marker.

Thread yarn tail through last rnd, pull tight and knot securely.

FINISHING

Thread both of the yarn strands of pompom into yarn needle and weave to inside of the top of Hat, then
through pompom - this stitch stabilizes the pompom. Draw strands back through to wrong side of Hat and
knot securely.

Weave in ends.
