Solids, Heathers, Twists, Prints, Stripes:
80% Acrylic, 20% Wool
Wheat & Wood: 86% Acrylic; 10% Wool;
4% Rayon
Oatmeal & Barley & Grey Marble: 82%
Acrylic; 10% Wool; 8% Rayon
Metallics: 79% Acrylic, 20% Wool, 1%
Metallic Poly; package size: Solids,

GAUGE:

9 sts + 12 rows = 4 in. (10 cm) in Garter st (k every row).

When you match the gauge in a pattern, your project will be the size specified in the pattern
and the materials specified in the pattern will be sufficient. The needle or hook size called for
in the pattern is based on what the designer used, but it is not unusual for gauge to vary from
person to person. If it takes you fewer stitches and rows to make your swatch, try using a
smaller size hook or needles; if more stitches and rows, try a larger size hook or needles.

Making a Gauge Swatch

NOTES:

1. Hat is made from one large rectangle with two miters (angles) formed by working
decreases.
2. A circular needle is used to accommodate the large number of sts. Work back and forth in
rows on circular needle, as if working on straight needles.
3. Sides of rectangle are seamed to make Hat and top is gathered.
4. To change color, cut the old color leaving an 8 in. (20.5 cm) yarn tail then begin working
with the new color leaving an 8 in. (20.5 cm) beginning tail. You may knot the old and new
yarn tails together, if you like! When you have finished knitting, unknot the yarn tails and
weave them in.



HAT
With A, cast on 90 sts.
Row 1 (Wrong Side): Knit.
Row 2: K21, k3tog, k1, place marker (pm), k41, k3tog, k1, pm, k to end of row – 86 sts at the end of this
row.
Row 3: Knit.
Row 4: *K to 3 sts before marker, k3tog, remove marker, k1, pm; rep from * once more, k to end of row
– 82 sts at the end of this row.
Rows 5-16: Rep Rows 3 and 4 six times – 58 sts at the end of Row 16.
Row 17: Knit.
Change to B.
Row 18: With B, rep Row 4 – 54 sts.
Rows 19-42: With B, rep Rows 17 and 18 twelve times – 6 sts at the end of Row 42.
Do not replace marker when working last row.
Row 43: K3tog twice.
Bind off.

FINISHING
Seam short sides to make a tube. Weave a length of yarn in and out of sts at one end of tube for top of
Hat, pull to gather and knot.
Weave in ends.
