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SKILL LEVEL - Beginner 
 
KNITTED VERSION 
 
SIZE 
Hatband: 1 inch x 21 inches [2.5cm x 53cm] 
Scarf: 4 inches x 76 inches [10 cm x 1182 cm] Note that since scarf is knitted 
from the balance of the yarn, the length will vary, depending on the size of the 
hat and the amount of yarn used for the hatband. 
 
MATERIALS 

 Lion Brand® Fun Fur (Art. #867) 
Purple Colorway 

 109 Sapphire 1 ball (A) 
 191 Violet 1 ball (B) 
 or colors of your choice 

Red Colorway 
 113 Red 2 balls 
 or color of your choice 

 Lion Brand® knitting needles size 17 
(12.5 mm) 

 Lion Brand® large-eyed blunt needle 
 
GAUGE 
10 stitches + 7 rows = 4” (10 cm) in Garter Stitch (knit every row). 
BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR GAUGE. 
 
NOTE 
Make hatband first; scarf is worked from the balance of the yarn.  Scarf is worked 
is worked holding 1 strand of each color of Fun Fur (or two of the red) together 
throughout. 

HATBAND 
With 1 strand of each color held together, make a slip knot. Cast on 3 stitches – a 
total of 4 stitches. 
Work in Garter Stitch on those 4 stitches until the band fits your hat (generally 
about 21 inches but size will vary by hat) 
Bind off all sts. Sew ends together, fluffing fur out of seam. 

SCARF 
With 1 strand of each color held together, make a slip knot. Cast on 9 stitches – a 
total of 10 stitches. 
Work in Garter Stitch on those 10 stitches until approximately 1 yard remains. 
Bind off loosely.  
 
FINISHING 
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Weave in ends. 
 
CROCHET VERSION 
 
SIZE 
Hatband: 1 inch x 21 inches [2.5cm x 53cm] 
Scarf: 4" x 64" [10 x 154 cm], approximately. Note that since scarf is crocheted 
from the balance of the yarn, the length will vary, depending on the size of the 
hat and the amount of yarn used for the hatband. 
 
MATERIALS 

 Lion Brand® Fun Fur (Art. #867) 
Purple Colorway 

 109 Sapphire 1 ball (A) 
 191 Violet 1 ball (B) 
 or colors of your choice 

Red Colorway 
 113 Red 2 balls 
 or color of your choice 

 Lion Brand® crochet hook size P-15 (10 mm) 

 Lion Brand® large-eyed blunt needle 
 
GAUGE 
8 stitches = 4” [10 cm] in single crochet with 1 strand of each yarn held together. 
BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR GAUGE. 
 
HATBAND 
With 1 strand of each yarn held together, chain 4 stitches.  
Row 1 Single crochet in second chain from hook and in each chain across – 3 
stitches. Continue in single crochet until piece measures 21” or desired length. 
Slip stitch ends together, fluffing fur out of seam. 
 
SCARF 
With 1 strand of each yarn held together, chain 8 stitches.  
Row 1 Single crochet in second chain from hook and in each chain across – 7 
stitches. 
Row 2 Chain 1, turn; Single crochet in each stitch across. 
Repeat Row 2 until all of one of the colors is used, ending with a complete row. 
 
FINISHING 
Fasten off and weave in ends.
