SIZE 
Finished Circumference About 39 in. (99 cm) 
Finished Height About 18 in. (45.5 cm) 
 
MATERIALS 

 Lion Brand® Mandala® Thick & Quick® (Art. #528)  
 200 Labyrinth 3 cakes 

 Lion Brand® crochet hook size N (10 mm) 

 Lion Brand® large-eyed blunt needle 
 
GAUGE 
7 1/2 dc = about 4 in. (10 cm). 
BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR GAUGE. 
  
NOTE  

Cowl is worked in one piece in joined and turned rounds. 
 
COWL 
With A, ch 74. 
Join with sl st in first ch to make a ring, being careful not to twist ch. 
Rnd 1: Ch 3 (counts as first dc), dc in next ch and in each ch around; join with sl 
st in top of beg ch – you will have 74 dc. 
Rnd 2: Ch 4 (counts as first dc and ch 1), turn, *sk next st, dc in next st, ch 1; rep 
from * around; join with sl st in 3rd ch of beg ch – 37 dc and 37 ch-1 sps. 
Rnd 3: Ch 3 (counts as first dc), turn, dc in each dc and ch-1 sp around; join with 
sl st in top of beg ch – 74 dc. 
Rnds 4-19: Rep Rnds 2 and 3. Fasten off. 
 
FINISHING 
Weave in ends.

ch = chain 
ch-sp(s) = chain space(s) previously made 
dc = double crochet 
rep = repeat 
rnd(s) = round(s) 
sk = skip 
sl st = slip stitch
