Finished Circumference About 50 in. (127cm) 

Finished Height About 7 in. (18 cm) 

MATERIALS 
• Lion Brand ® Scarfie® (Art.

#826)

§ #206 Cream/Taupe 1 ball

• Lion Brand ® stitch markers

• Lion Brand® large-eyed blunt

needle

ADDITIONAL MATERIALS 
Circular knitting needle size 7 (4.5 mm), 29 in. (73.5 cm) long 

GAUGE 
16 sts = about 4 in. (10 cm) over Rows 1-4. 

BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR GAUGE. 

NOTE 
Cowl is worked in one piece, in the round. 

COWL 

Cast on 200 sts. 

Place a marker for the beginning of the round and join by knitting the first st on the 

left hand needle with the working yarn from the right hand needle, being careful 

not to twist sts.  

Rnds 1 and 2: Knit. 

Rnds 3 and 4: Purl. 

Repeat Rnds 1-4, slipping marker as you come to it at each rnd, until piece 

measures about 7 in. (18 cm) from beginning.  

Bind off all stitches. 

FINISHING 
Weave in ends.
