There are
two Terra's in the series, the two Terra are
identical in every detail except one. The only
difference between them is the terroir. The
Terra 1 is from the volcanic soil of Mount Saint
George while the grapes for Terra 2 were
picked from the dolomitic limestone and clay-

loam soil of Mount Tagyon.

This wine has lovely citrus aromas with hints of
peach and mineral notes. Medium bodied with a

refreshing acidity.

We recommend pairing it with summer meals:
fresh salads dressed with dried fruits such as
cranberries and walnuts, grilled fish with boiled
potatoes and zesty ceviches.
