Assembling y our Aqua Jump Eclipse water trampoline

Unpack the C ontents
Roll out the Aqua Jump Eclipse tubeon a flat
surface. Make sure there are no sharp objects
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under the product that might puncture the tube. Spread the tube out to
a ring shape making sure the tube is oriented face up.

Inflate the T ube
Locate the vave of the Aqua Jump Eclipseand unscrew the cap.

We recommend using the High Speed Inflator/ Deflator from
RAVE Sports that is included to inflate and deflate (Part # 010 83).
This inflator will inflate your Aqua Jump Eclipsein minutes and will
achieve proper inflation pressure.

To lock open valve, depressthe stem and
rotate ¥4 turn clockwise. To close valve,
depressthe stem and rotate % turn
counter-clockwise. The valve stem should
be in the depressed position while
inflating. Replacethe cap on valve after
inflation to ensure air tight seal.

A specialinflation adaptor is included with this product. If you are
using the RAVE Sports High Speed Inflator (Rrt #01083), simply lock
the adaptor onto the end of the inflation hose a nd insert into the valve
body. Turn ¥ turn to lock in place.

NOTE: This inflation adaptor will
automatically open the valve when inserted
and wil | close the valve when removed. You
do not need to manually open/close the

valve when using this special adaptor.
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Inflate the tube to approximately 80-90% full (approx. 4 minutes.) The
tube will be erect but very soft at this stage. Do not inflate fully until
after the springs are attached.

Attach the Anchor H arness
(Models AJ150, AJ200)

Attach the anchor harness following the instructions
included with the harness.

Note: it is very important this harness be connected

to the proper anchor points. Doing so ensures

maximum anchor holding power and prevents flipping in windy
conditions.

NOTE: The AJ120 does not have a harness.

The anchor line will be connected directly to the ring located opposite
the ladder on the inside of the tube.

Atta ch Jump Surface

With the warning labels of the jump
mat facing up, connect one pair of
springs between the mat and tube in
each corner.Make sure open ends of
springs are facing downward.

Note: Two springs attach to the same
W-shape corner ring of the jump
surface and fan outward to connect to
the first ring on e ither side of the tube
corner. Repeat for all corners prior to
adding each side springs.
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
