To activate the chronograph function, press button B. The second hand stops at the ʻ0ʼ position, and changes to the chronographʼs 1/20 second hand.
The chronograph can be started and stopped by pressing button A. Pressing button B resets the chronograph and all hands return to their 0 positions.

USING THE CHRONOGRAPH

This procedure may be performed if the chronograph second hand does not return to the ʻ0ʼ second position 
after it has been reset or after the battery has been replaced.

Pull the crown out to the 2nd position.
