1. SMART BOX POWER INFEED

Has a standard NEMA 5-15P 15 amp plug
on one end and a special connector on
the opposite end. This device powers

the system.

2. DESKTOP POWER UNIT

Commonly known as a duplex outlet.
Desktop power units come with a 3-port
connector at the end of the cord that
connects to the special connectors of
the power infeed and jumpers.

3. JUMPER

A cord with a special connector on each
end that plugs into a desktop power
unit’s 3-port connector. Jumpers connect
desktop power units to other desktop
power units.

RECONFIGURATION

Tables may be easily reconfigured. Unplug the power infeed from the wall outlet and
disconnect jumpers. Rearrange the tables as required, reconnect jumpers, and reconnect
power infeed. Power infeed can be connected anywhere in the front of desktop units, as
shown below.
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1| Mount Desktop Power Unit

Open clamp so it is wider than the surface, place in desired location and

NOTES on Installing Perimeter Power System

1) Arrange tables as desired and place desktop power unit(s) on tables.

2) Connect jumpers between the user desktop units. Up to 8 2—power desktop units are
allowed in the perimeter system. Desktop units with additional receptacles or USB chargers
may reduce the number of allowed desktop units. Smart box power infeed will identify if
too many desktop units are attached to the system.

3) Plug special connector end of smart box power infeed into the 3-port connector of a
desktop unit in the run. Never use more than 1 smart box power infeed on the same run.
Always check to make sure that system is not already powered from

another source by another smart box power infeed. Immediately disconnect all smart box
power infeeds if more than one is present.

4) Plug smart box power infeed NEMA 5-15P plug into a standard wall outlet.

5) Verify that a green LED is lit on smart box power infeed enclosure indicating
that power is being supplied to the user desktop units.

6) If there is a flashing red LED on smart box power infeed, verify there are no
more than 1 smart box power infeeds connected to the system.

7) If there is a solid red LED on the smart box power infeed, verify that there are
no more than 8 user desktop units connected to the system.

8) If LED is green but power is not present at user desktop units, verify that circuit breaker
has not opened or current load does not exceed 12 amps. This is done at
circuit breaker box for building.

9) Table reconfiguration is easily done by unplugging smart box power infeed

from wall outlet and disconnecting jumpers. Rearrange tables as required,
reconnect jumpers, and lastly connect smart box power infeed.
