The electronic sound effects,
reverb, and equalizer adjustments instantly elevate your performance to a professional
level. The control panel allows for customization of numerous sound effects and special
effects, and its desktop design boasts exceptional aesthetics.

Function Description
Function Knobs:

1.Muisc: Controls the volume of accompaniment. Turn right to increase the volume, turn left to decrease
it.

2.MIC: Controls the microphone volume. Turn right to increase the volume, turn left to decrease it.
3.Reverb: Adjusts the strength of the reverb effect. Turn right to enhance the reverb effect, turn left to
reduce it. This knob becomes inactive when connected to the control panel.

4.Monitor: Controls headphone monitoring volume. Turn right to increase the volume, turn left to
decrease it.

5.Record: Controls recording volume. Turn right to increase the volume, turn left to decrease it.

6.EQ : Adjusts the strength of the equalization effect. Turn right to enhance the equalization effect, turn
left to reduce it. This knob becomes inactive when connected to the control panel.

7.INST : Controls the instrument volume. Turn right to increase the volume, turn left to decrease it.
8.Auto-Tune: Adjusts the strength of the electronic music effect. Turn right to enhance the effect, turnleft
to reduce it.

1.Power On/Off: Long-press for 2 seconds to turn the device on or off. When powered on, all battery level
lights will illuminate before displaying the current battery level.

2.Bluetooth: Long-press for 2 seconds to activate or deactivate Bluetooth. When the Bluetooth button is
long-pressed, it activates the Bluetooth mode, prompting "Bluetooth enabled, waiting for connection.” Once
connected, it will prompt "Bluetooth connected,” enabling playback of accompaniment music. Long-pressing
the Bluetooth button deactivates Bluetooth. While the sound card is connected to the phone via Bluetooth, if
the phone disconnects, it prompts "Bluetooth disconnected.” If no pairing is found in the search, it prompts
"Bluetooth turned off," and the sound card automatically disables the Bluetooth function. Note: The
accompanying mobile phone can be connected via Bluetooth for wireless playback of accompaniment music.
To connect a new accompanying mobile phone, the previous connection with the sound card's Bluetooth
needs to be disconnected first before connecting to the new mobile phone’s Bluetooth for wireless playback
of accompaniment music.

3.48V Switch: Set to "OFF" for the 48V microphone to be inactive; set to "ON" for the 48V microphone to be
active.

Function Buttons and Indicators

4.Sound Effects: Airhorn,Alert,Bruh,GTA,Wow,Potato,Sad,Cash,Emo

Custom 1, Custom 2, Custom 3

5.Popular: Feel it Disdain Cheer, Applause Laughter Giggle Slap Kiss Grow ,

6.Loopback: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light. Computer
accompaniment can be recorded at this time. Pressing the button again turns off the indicator light, and
computer accompaniment cannot be recorded.

7.Denoise : Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light, reducing
environmental noise input.

8.Wet/Dry: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light. The headphones will
hear processed vocals, but the actual recording will be the unprocessed original sound.

9. Auto-Tune: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light entering electronic
music mode in default C major. Pressing the button again will change the keynote.

10.Sing: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light, suitable for live singing
scenes.

11.Eliminate: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light, allowing removal of
vocals from input music while retaining accompaniment.

12.Chat: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light. The microphone
produces original sound effects, suitable for live chat scenes.

13.Yell: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light, providing a shouting rap
effect.

14.Dodge: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light. When the microphone
input is active, the accompaniment sound fades out; when the microphone input ends, the accompaniment
sound fades in, suitable for hosting live scenes.

15.Custom Sound Effects: Default sound effects include Folk, Psychedelic, R&B. After connecting to the
control panel, custom sound effects can be downloaded to the device. During this time, the custom sound
effect buttons are disabled. If the custom sound effects selected before connecting to the control panel are
reconnected, the device will revert to default.

16.Female: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light, providing a
voice-changing effect suitable for comedic chat scenes.

17.Male: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light, providing a
voice-changing effect suitable for comedic chat scenes.

18. Phone: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light, providing a phone
ringing sound effect suitable for comedic chat scenes.

19. Baby: Pressing this function button illuminates the corresponding indicator light providing a baby
voice sound effect suitable for comedic chat scenes.

20. Muisc Light Strip: Displays the accompaniment volume level.

21. Reverb Light Strip: Displays the reverb effect strength.

22. Monitor Light Strip: Displays the monitoring volume level.

23. Record Light Strip: Displays the recording volume level.

24. MIC Light Strip: Displays the microphone volume level.

25. Battery Level Display: One bar: 10%~25%; Two bars: 25%~50%; Three bars: 50%~75%; Four bars:
75%~100%. While charging, the battery indicator lights up one by one from the current battery level until
fully charged, then all lights remain on.

Mobile Live Streaming Introduction

1.Long-press the power button for 2 seconds to turn on the device.

2.Connect the device to the live streaming mobile phone:

1)Use the provided 3.5mm audio cable to connect the product's "Live Broadcast" interface to the headphone
jack of the live streaming mobile phone.

2)Use the included digital live cable to connect the product's "Live Broadcast" interface to the charging port
of the live streaming mobile phone. This allows simultaneous live streaming and charging of the live
streaming mobile phone.

3.Use the provided 3.5mm audio cable to connect the product's "Accompaniment” interface to the
headphone jack of the accompaniment mobile phone. Alternatively, long-press the "Bluetooth” button on the
device for 2 seconds to enable device Bluetooth. The accompaniment mobile phone can then search for the
Bluetooth device named "ST60 Pro” for connection and pairing.

4.Connect the headphones to the "Headphone" interface for monitoring.

5.Connect the microphone to the "5V Microphone" or "48V Microphone" interface (when connecting a 48V
capacitor microphone, connect the microphone first, then switch on the 48V switch).

6.Configure different live streaming scenes on the sound card based on user requirements.

7.Turn on the accompaniment mobile phone, select suitable accompaniment, and adjust the "Microphone
Volume" and "Accompaniment Volume" to ensure the appropriate balance between the microphone and
accompaniment volume.

8.0pen the live streaming app on the live streaming mobile phone to start an exciting mobile live streaming
experience.

Computer Live Streaming Introduction
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1.Long-press the power button for 2 seconds to turn on the device.

2.Connect the device to the computer using a USB cable.

3.The computer will automatically detect the "ST60Pro" audio driver.

4.Right-click on the small speaker icon in the lower right corner of the computer screen.
Click on "Playback Devices (P)" and set "ST60Pro" as the default playback device. Similarly,
set "ST60 Pro" as the default recording device.

5.Connect headphones to the "Headphone" interface for monitoring.

6.Connect the microphone to the "5V Microphone" or "48V Microphone" interface.
7.0pen the computer control panel and configure live streaming scenes according to user
preferences.

8.Play suitable accompaniment on the computer (or use an accompaniment mobile phone
for accompaniment). Adjust the "Microphone Volume" and "Accompaniment Volume" to
balance the microphone and accompaniment volumes appropriately.

9.0pen the computer's live streaming software to start an impressive live streaming
experience.

Common Troubleshooting

[1] Indicator lights do not turn on after device startup.

1) Ensure the device has sufficient charge. Try charging the device and then attempt
startup again.

[2] Noise or no sound when using headphones.

2) Check if the headphones are properly plugged in. Reinsert the headphones to ensure a
secure connection.

[3] Noise heard during live streaming.

1) Check if the headphones and microphone are fully inserted.

[4] No audio when playing music.

1) Check if the device is successfully connected to the phone.

2) Verify if the headphones are correctly connected to the device interface.

3) Check if the phone is playing music correctly. Try closing and reopening the music app
to see if it restores normal operation.

4) Ensure the device's monitoring volume isn't set to the minimum. Adjust the device's
monitoring volume to check if it restores normalcy.

5) Check if the phone volume is set to the minimum. Adjust the phone volume to check if it
restores normalcy.

[5] Inability to hear microphone sound in monitoring.

1) Verify if the microphone or headphones are correctly connected to the device interface.
2) Check if the microphone volume or monitoring volume is set too low. Adjust the
corresponding volume to check if it restores normalcy.

[6] Microphone input lacks reverb effects or absence of reverb effects in karaoke software
recording.

1) Check if the device is set to an appropriate scene mode (in the original sound mode,
there might be no reverb effect for microphone input).

2) Try inserting the audio connection cable into the phone's headphone jack first and then
the other end into the device's live broadcast interface.

[7] Inability to record microphone sound during karaoke.

1) Check if the device is correctly connected in terms of cabling.

2) Verify if the device app is open and whether the headphone line is connected.
[8]During computer-side live streaming, the audience cannot hear the computer's
accompaniment music in group chat or live streaming software.

1) Check if the "One-Key Internal Input" button in the chat or live streaming software is
turned on.
