Since 2008, we have been a member of Care & Fair, supporting education and 
empowerment programmes for weavers, their families, and the surrounding 
communities in India. Care & Fair is a global initiative within the European 
rug and carpet industry that works towards ethical and socially responsible 
production. Since the middle of 2008, we have fully sponsored one of the Care 
& Fair schools – thereby named Linie Design School.

Our commitment includes:

•	 Education for children
More than 340 children receive free schooling at the Linie Design School, 
which is powered by solar energy.

•	 Women’s Empowerment Programme
Mothers and older sisters of pupils can learn basic reading, writing, and 
maths, as well as sewing and hand-stitching skills at the Linie Design School, 
enabling them to support their families or sell products in the market.

•	 Community impact
By covering all running costs in the school, we help ensure the local 
community has access to education, creating a safer future with more 
opportunities for the next generation.
